Health Service Nurse – Intermittent

The primary responsibility of the Health Service Nurse is to provide nursing care, medical treatment, and medication to St. Olaf students under the direction and supervision of the Physicians of the Northfield Allina Medical Clinic or the Emergency Room Physicians at the Northfield City Hospital..

JOB RESPONSIBILITIES  and DUTIES:
1. See all students who come to the on-campus facility, make referrals when necessary, and follow up daily with serious cases and/or concerns (this includes educating students on a one-to-one level about health care).

2. Make necessary referrals to the Physicians located in the Northfield Allina Medical Clinic or the Emergency Room Physicians at the Northfield City Hospital.

3. Keep accurate student health records and documentation on a daily basis.

MINIMUM QUALIFICATIONS: 

Bachelor’s Degree, with specific training for appropriate medical practice. Must be licensed as a Registered Nurse, Nurse Practitioner, Physician’s Assistant, M.D., or D.O., or other appropriate medical professional. Ability to communicate with a wide variety of constituencies, students, parents, faculty, etc.
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
