PRIMARY FUNCTION: 

The primary responsibility of the Nurse Practitioner is to provide proper assessment, diagnosis 
and follow up according to current practice standards for St. Olaf College students. Collaboration with Northfield Hospital Emergency Room Physicians.

AREAS OF RESPONSIBILITY:

1. Provide for the day-to-day health care of students on the St. Olaf campus, by appropriately assessing, treating and referring students who visit the Health Center.

2. Meet the primary health care needs of adolescent health and wellness in a college environment.

3. Keep and update appropriate medical records of students, and provide appropriate security and access to records within the guidelines of professional practice and governmental regulation.

4. Coordinate care with Health Services staff and local providers.
